The aim is to connect Václav Havel Airport to the railway and to modernise the existing single-line railway track between Prague and Kladno, the largest Central Bohemian agglomeration with the highest number of commuters. Prague will thus join the dozens of European cities with a direct connection of an international airport to the railway.
[image: C:\Users\kamila.kulhankova\Desktop\DSC_0139-380x255.jpg]The whole section of the modernized track was divided into partial construction projects in view of the possible gradual implementation and the anticipated complexity of the preparation stage. Among the partial construction projects is the "Modernisation and new construction of railway track from Prague-Veleslavín (inclusive) to Prague-Václav Havel Airport (inclusive)" that will entail modernisation of the existing single-line track, introducing a double line and preparations for the electrification of the existing 3.8 km long single-line track between the railway stations of Prague-Veleslavín and Prague-Ruzyně (speed limit of 80 km/h), restoring the Prague-Liboc railway halt, building a new Prague-Dlouhá Míle halt connected to P+R, and an overall renovation of the Prague-Veleslavín railway station.
The Prague - Veleslavín railway station is situated between the stations Prague-Dejvice and Prague-Ruzyně, at km 7.7 of the track (from the Prague - Bubny railway station). Near the station there is Nádraží Veleslavín tram stop situated in Evropská street and in 2015 the A-line metro station of the same name became accessible from here.

In connection with the overall modernization of the track, however, it is essential for the railway station to turn into a representative element of the modernized track, which will become an interesting architectural feature of the Municipal District of Prague 6 and fulfil its function in serving the public.



















COMPETITION TERMS AND CONDITIONS



1. SUBJECT-MATTER, PURPOSE AND GOAL OF THE DESIGN COMPETITION
1.1 Subject-matter of the Design Competition and specification of the ensuing contract
The Design Competition is for the architectural design of the Veleslavín railway station, which is part of the envisioned railway connection between "Prague–Veleslavín (inclusive) and Prague–Letiště Václava Havla (inclusive)" and also the design of a "libretto/design manual" that the Contracting Authority may use, at its discretion, as a significant and uniting element of the individual stations to be established on the track.
Part of the modernization and the newly constructed track specified above will be the modernization of the existing railway track between the Prague-Veleslavín railway station and a point ca 12.25 km beyond the Prague-Ruzyně railway station, as well as the newly built railway track in the length of 5.5 km between Prague-Ruzyně and Prague-Václav Havel Airport, from km 11.49 to km 16.99 (the "Project").
The Contracting Authority wishes the future construction of the Veleslavín railway station to be completed in a manner such that, in architectural terms, it will constitute a representative element of the modernised track within the Project.
At the same time, the Contracting Authority’s desire is that the newly-built railway station becomes a compact and integral part of the surrounding area concerned to the extent highlighted in Annex 2 to these Competition Terms and Conditions (the “Surrounding Area Concerned”), and that it allows logical and easy interrelation with the other means of public transport in the vicinity of the railway station (Veleslavín metro station, municipal bus stops).
Hence, in light of the foregoing, the Contracting Authority expects to receive competition designs: 
(1) which will primarily deal with the design of the Veleslavín railway station itself, within the area highlighted in green colour in Annex 2 to these Competition Terms and Conditions. The railway station designed by participants may not extend beyond the limits of the area so highlighted; otherwise, any such competition design will be excluded from participation in the Design Competition;
(2) in light of the fact that the Veleslavín railway station will be a part of the Project which is intended to serve as basis for modernisation of railway tracks in the future, the Contracting Authority further expects that the project designs to be submitted by participants should also include a draft of a libretto/design manual (in terms of both colours and material) as a significant and unifying element of the entire modernised railway track Prague-Veleslavín (inclusive) – Prague-Václav Havel Airport (inclusive). At the initial stage of the Design Competition, participants may choose any element for the purposes of the draft libretto/design manual, such as railway furniture, benches, shelter roof, lighting method, roofing method including shelter roof, noise barriers, and the like. Participants whose competition designs will advance to the second stage of the Design Competition will be asked, in the context of particularised Competition Terms and Conditions, to submit a libretto/design manual for specifically identified elements;
(3) which will provide a conceptual design for the Surrounding Area Concerned highlighted in Annex 2 to these Competition Terms and Conditions in pink colour.
The Contracting Authority provides the following explanation concerning the conceptual design for the Surrounding Area Concerned: 
The Veleslavín area, where the future Veleslavín railway station is to be located, is a part of the territory of Prague 6 municipal district. The land on which the Veleslavín railway station is to be developed (highlighted in green colour in Annex 2 to these Competition Terms and Conditions) is the property of the Contracting Authority. The area in front of the future railway station, here referred to as the Surrounding Area Concerned (highlighted in pink colour in Annex 2 to these Competition Terms and Conditions), is not the property of the Contracting Authority; the lands are owned by the Prague 6 municipal district which has a long-term intention to revitalise the area, and accommodate it to local needs. For this reason the Prague 6 municipal district intended to have a zoning study drafted with regard to this Surrounding Area Concerned. Due to the fact that, at the same time, the Contracting Authority conceived a plan to organise an architectural design competition concerning the future railway station Veleslavín, the Contracting Authority and the Prague 6 municipal district entered into negotiations resulting in an agreement to the effect that the Contracting Authority will, in the course and as part of the architectural design competition concerning the future railway station Veleslavín, request the participants to also present their conceptual design for the Surrounding Area Concerned.
Specification of the ensuing contract:
The Contracting Authority emphasises that the future public contract (to be concluded via negotiated procedure without prior publication) will only and exclusively concern the solution for the Veleslavín railway station.
The Contracting Authority is not obliged to use the draft libretto/design manual of the participant with whom the contract for the performance of the subject matter of the Design Competition will be executed.
The proposed conceptual design for the Surrounding Area Concerned will not be implemented by the Contracting Authority in the future. The Contracting Authority will introduce to the Prague 6 municipal district the draft conceptual design for the Surrounding Area Concerned submitted by the selected contractor(s), and it is then solely up to the municipal district to decide whether or not it will execute the conceptual design in the future.
Information regarding the design for the Surrounding Area Concerned:
The participants are not obliged in respect of the conceptual design for the Surrounding Area Concerned to utilise the area highlighted in “pink colour” in its entirety; on the other hand, the conceptual design may even extend beyond its limits. Adherence to the territorial limits of the area highlighted in “pink colour” is not a binding condition in this case.
However, the Contracting Authority also points out that, in the Design Competition, a more favourable evaluation will be granted to that competition design which will present a better logical and easy interrelation of the proposed Veleslavín railway station design with other means of public transport in the vicinity of the railway station (Veleslavín metro station, municipal bus stops).
The Contracting Authority does not impose a binding requirement regarding the factual solution for the Surrounding Area Concerned; nevertheless, the Prague 6 municipal district has prepared a document which sheds light on existing issues associated with the Surrounding Area Concerned, and at the same time summarises the requirements defining the issues that should be addressed in the Surrounding Area Concerned (as well as a wider area which, however, is not the subject of this competition) in the future. 
The document adopted by the Prague 6 municipal district as Resolution No 3757/18 of the municipal district’s council is attached as Annex 11 to these Competition Terms and Conditions.
1.2 Investment costs of the construction
Under section 144(3)(e) PPA, the Contracting Authority states that the amount of the investment costs of the construction (i.e. of the Veleslavín railway station) is CZK 420,000,000.
1.3 Estimated value of the Design Competition (public contract)
The estimated value of the Design Competition (including the ensuing public contract) is CZK 5,300,000 million excl. VAT. The estimated value of the ensuing public contract is CZK 2,100,000 million excl. VAT. The estimated value has been determined by the Contracting Authority under section 16 PPA, and in accordance with section 16(4) PPA the Contracting Authority includes in it also the estimated amount of prizes and compensations provided by the Contracting Authority to the contractors in connection with their participation in the Design Competition (see clause 11 of the Competition Terms and Conditions).
1.4 Purpose and aim of the Design Competition
The purpose and aim of the Design Competition is to find, and award a prize to, the most suitable and most interesting solution of the project (i.e. the most suitable competition entry) that will meet the requirements of the Contracting Authority contained herein.
The Contracting Authority will be looking for a partner among the authors of the designs awarded with whom, via a negotiated procedure without publication ("NPWP") following the Design Competition, the Contracting Authority will make a cooperation agreement ("Agreement") where the selected contractor will undertake to co-operate with the designer of the Project, namely in preparing the project documentation concerning the Veleslavín railway station and also other activities (see Annex 9 to the Competition Terms and Conditions).
The competition entry of the award-winning designers may become a future basis not only for the Contracting Authority in the extent of the solution of the Veleslavín station itself, but also for a third party entity (Prague 6 municipal district), regarding the Surrounding Area Concerned.

2. TYPE OF DESIGN COMPETITION
2.1 Type of Design Competition
2.1.1 In accordance with the intent of the solution, the Design Competition is announced as a project competition, the purpose of which is to select a particular competition entry with whose author NPWP will be subsequently conducted with the aim to enter into a contract for the performance of the subject matter of this Design Competition. In relation to the solution for the Surrounding Area Concerned, the Design Competition is announced as a conceptual competition.
2.1.2 In accordance with the subject of the solution, the Design Competition is announced as an architectural competition. In relation to the solution for the Surrounding Area Concerned, the Design Competition is announced as an urbanistic competition.
2.1.3 From the point of view of the participants, the Design Competition is announced as a public, open competition.
2.1.4 From the point of view of the number of stages announced, the Design Competition is announced as a two-stage competition (in compliance with section 112 and section 147 PPA, the Contracting Authority will subsequently reduce the number of entries, i.e. will select entries to be finalised at the second stage of the Design Competition based on the requirements of the particularised Competition Terms and Conditions).
2.1.5 The Design Competition will be anonymous (both stages of the Design Competition). During the Design Competition no competition entries may be made public.
2.2 Language of the Design Competition and governing law
The Design Competition will be conducted in Czech or English, i.e. contractors may, for example, submit questions about the Competition Terms and Conditions to the Contracting Authority in both Czech and English; an explanation of the Competition Terms and Conditions will be provided in both Czech and English languages, however the Contracting Authority requests that all parts of the competition entry be drawn up in the Czech language. The Design Competition will be governed by the Czech law.

3. MANNER OF ANNOUNCEMENT OF THE DESIGN COMPETITION
3.1 Access to the Competition Terms and Conditions
Information regarding the Design Competition is published in the Public Procurement Bulletin, at the profile of the Contracting Authority and on the official website of the Czech Chamber of Architects.
The Competition Terms and Conditions, as well as the subject matter of the Design Competition, are freely available for download in the profile of the Contracting Authority https://zakazky.szdc.cz/.
The Competition Terms and Conditions are published in the Contracting Authority’s profile in full; therefore, the Contracting Authority will not make any part of the Competition Terms and Conditions available using the procedure described in Section 96(2) PPA.
Any explanations, modifications or clarifications of these Competition Terms and Conditions will also be published in the Contracting Authority’s profile aforesaid.
3.2 [bookmark: _Toc525254335]Contracting Authority’s remark in connection with accessibility of the Competition Terms and Conditions, submission of competition entries, and communication with participants
The Contracting Authority remarks that, in the absence of transitional provisions that would apply to section 211(3) PPA, mandatory digitalisation will also apply to special procedures under Part Six PPA, with respect to which the deadline for submission of competition entries will expire after 18 October 2018 (c.f. explanatory memorandum of the Czech Republic – Ministry of Regional Development available here: http://www.portal-vz.cz/cs/Aktuality/Povinna-elektronicka-aktualizace). 
In compliance with the explanatory memorandum referred to above, if a contracting authority sets a deadline for the submission of bids (in this particular case, for the submission of competition entries) which falls after 18 October 2018, the applicable terms and conditions must contain a requirement that the bids  should be submitted in an electronic form, and must specify the electronic tool for their submission.
Pursuant to section 211(3)(c) PPA, written communication between the contracting authority and a contractor must have an electronic form, except where the procurement terms and conditions require the submission of samples or models which cannot be submitted via electronic means of communication. 
Due to the fact that on 13 November 2018 the Czech Republic - the Ministry of Regional Development granted the Czech Chamber of Architects an opinion stating that for the proper conduct of the design competition it is necessary to evaluate the documentary competition entries, the Contracting Authority sets out the following concept of the  Design Competition:
1) Any and all communication between the Contracting Authority and participants will be conducted, in an electronical form via the electronic tool E-ZAK – c.f. the Contracting Authority’s profile https://zakazky.szdc.cz/;
2) Participants of the Design Competition will submit a graphic part of the competition entry within the deadline for the submission of competition entries (see 6.1.1.1 for the 1st Stage of the Design Competition and 6.2.1.1 for the 2nd Stage of the Design Competition) in paper form - see clause 8 of the Competition Terms and Conditions and Annex 12 to the Competition Terms and Conditions;
3) Participants of the Design Competition will submit the remaining parts of the competition entry within the deadlines for submission of competition entries (i.e., the "Portfolio", the separated electronic file labelled the "Contact Address", the separated electronic file labelled the "Author") in electronic form - see clause 8 of the Competition Terms and Conditions and Annex 12 to the Competition Terms and Conditions.
NOTE: Different deadlines are set for the submission of the respective parts of the competition entry – see also Annex 12 to the Competition Terms and Conditions
Any and all written documents sent via the electronic tool E-ZAK will be considered duly delivered on the date of their delivery to the addressee’s user account in the electronic tool E-ZAK. For purposes of delivery of a document it is irrelevant whether it has been read by the addressee, or whether or not the electronic tool E-ZAK has sent a notification to the addressee’s contact e-mail address to the effect that a new message has been delivered to the addressee’s user account in the electronic tool E-ZAK.
The participant is at all times solely responsible for reading, in a proper and timely manner, any documents sent by the Contracting Authority via the electronic tool E-ZAK, as well as for the correctness of the participant’s contact details entered in the electronic tool E-ZAK.
The Contracting Authority suggests that participants who intend to submit a competition entry in this Design Competition should make themselves conversant with all details of the terms and conditions for submission of their competition entry via this electronic tool (including the terms and conditions for registration in the electronic tool), sufficiently in advance of the deadline for submission of the competition entries  – see Annex 12 to the Competition Terms and Conditions.
The Contracting Authority also points out that, due to the fact that the electronic tool concerned has not yet been customised for submission of competition entries, participants submitting their competition entries will proceed in accordance with Annex 12 to the Competition Terms and Conditions.
The Contracting Authority will subsequently ensure by means of internal processes (i.e. by making the electronic part of the competition entries available only to the authorized persons outside the professional jury and due to the obligation of confidentiality to those persons), that the requirement to preserve anonymity of competition entries will not be breached in respect of the competition entries so received.

Both individuals and legal entities may participate in the Design Competition or their companies that:
a) [bookmark: _Ref526335477]prove that none of the authors or co-authors of the competition entry and their co-workers listed in the list inserted in the envelope labelled "Author" and if it is a legal entity, no members of the statutory bodies:
1. participated directly in the preparation of the competition brief and in the announcement of the results of the Design Competition;
2. are regular members or substitutes for the members of the jury, examiners of the competition entries or invited experts/specialists of the jury of the competition;
3. are the spouse, relatives, direct in-laws, permanent project partners, immediate superiors or colleagues of the persons who participated in the preparation of the subject-matter of the competition and the announcement of the competition or of members or substitutes of members of the jury, secretary of the jury, examiner of the competition entries or invited experts in the jury of the competition, if they are listed in the Competition Terms and Conditions;
4. are the employees of the office of the Contracting Authority or legal entities established by the Contracting Authority who participated in the negotiations and approval process of the Competition Terms and Conditions, the competition brief or will participate in negotiations and approval process of the results of the Design Competition, the results of the NPWP procedure following the Design Competition and the results of the agreement placed in relation to the Design Competition;

c) meet the professional qualification under section 77(1) PPA;
4.2 The manner of proving that the conditions for participation under clause 4.1 paragraph a) of the Competition Terms and Conditions are met
Participants in the Design Competition will prove that the conditions under clause 4.1 paragraph a) of the Competition Terms and Conditions are met by an affidavit (Annex 8 to the Competition Terms and Conditions) submitted for the purpose of the 1st stage as part of an electronic file labelled "Author" (see clause 6.1.1.4 of the Competition Terms and Conditions).
4.3 Conditions of participation under clause 4.1 paragraph b) of the Competition Terms and Conditions and manner of proving
Basic qualification under clause 4.1 paragraph b) of the Competition Terms and Conditions and section 74 PPA is met by a contractor:
a) against whom a final judgment has not been issued in the country of its registered office during the past 5 years prior to the commencement of the procurement procedure as a result of a criminal offence specified in Annex 3 to APP or any similar criminal offence under the law of the country of its registered office; deleted convictions are not taken into consideration; if it is a legal entity these conditions must be met by the legal entity and each member of its statutory body. If a legal entity is a member of the statutory body of the contractor, the condition must be met by such a legal entity as well as each member of the statutory body of the legal entity and the person representing the legal entity in the statutory body of the contractor; if the contractor is a branch of a foreign legal entity, this condition must be met by the legal entity and the head of the branch; if the contractor is a branch of a Czech legal entity, this condition must be met by such a legal entity, each member of the statutory body of the legal entity, the person representing the legal entity in the statutory body of the contractor and by the head of the branch;
b) who has no tax deficiency registered in the tax records in the Czech Republic or in the country of its registered office;
c) who has no outstanding liabilities that are due regarding the payment of premiums or late payment fees in connection with public health insurance registered in the Czech Republic or the country of its registered office;
d) who has no outstanding liabilities that are due regarding the premiums or late payment fees related to the social security and contributions to the state employment strategy in the Czech Republic or the country of its registered office;
e) who is not in liquidation, against whom no insolvency judgment was issued, against whom receivership was not ordered under another law or that is not in a similar situation under the law of the country of the registered office of the contractor.
The contractor is obliged to prove meeting the basic qualification under section 74(1) PPA by submitting the corresponding documents listed in section 75(1) PPA that will be submitted as part of an electronic file labelled "Author", or it can replace the documents proving the basic qualification by submitting an affidavit under section 86(2) PPA, by submitting the affidavit as part of an electronic file labelled "Author". The sample affidavit under the preceding sentence is attached as Annex 8 to the Competition Terms and Conditions.
For the avoidance of doubt, the Contracting Authority states that under paragraphs b), c) and d) of this clause hereof, the contractors with their registered offices outside the Czech Republic must prove the basic qualifications in relation to the country of their registered office (documents under section 81 PPA) and in relation to the Czech Republic.
4.4 Conditions of participation under clause 4.1 paragraph c) of the Competition Terms and Conditions and manner of proving
The Contracting Authority requires that the professional qualification is met under section 77(1) PPA; the contractor is obliged to prove the qualification in relation to the Czech Republic by submitting a copy of the entry in the Commercial Register or a similar record, provided that another law or regulation requires the registration in such a record, by submitting it as part of the electronic file labelled "Author" or by submitting an affidavit under section 86(2) PPA, by submitting the affidavit as part of the electronic file labelled "Author". The sample affidavit under the preceding sentence is attached as Annex 8 to the Competition Terms and Conditions.
A foreign contractor proves professional qualification by a in the manner described in section 77(3) and section 81 PPA.
4.5 Joint provisions regarding meeting the conditions of participation
4.5.1 Joint competition entry by more than one entity
If more than one entity submit a competition entry (joint participation of contractors), each of the entities must prove separately that the conditions under clause 4.1 paragraphs a) - c) hereof are met.
4.5.2 Form of the documents evidencing that the qualification is met
In accordance with section 45(1) PPA the documents evidencing that the qualification is met must be submitted as a simple copy. The Contracting Authority may request that the original or an authenticated copy of a document be submitted in order to explain or complete the qualification under section 46(1) PPA.
Prior to making the Contract, the Contracting Authority will require that the selected contractor submit the originals or authenticated copies of documents evidencing that the qualifications are met (i.e. the documents themselves, not an affidavit), unless they were submitted before.
If the PPA or the Contracting Authority require a document to be submitted under the law of the Czech Republic, the contractor may submit a similar document under the law of the country issuing such a document; the document must be submitted with a translation into Czech. If there are any doubts regarding the correctness of the translation on the part of the Contracting Authority, the Contracting Authority may request an authenticated translation into Czech by a sworn translator registered in the list of experts and translators under Act no. 36/1967 Sb., on Experts and Interpreters, as amended. The obligation to submit a Czech translation of the documents does not apply to documents in Slovak language. 
Where the qualification documentation requires that the qualification is evidenced by an affidavit of the contractor, it must be signed by the contractor or the statutory body of the contractor or a person authorised to do so; a simple copy of the relevant power of attorney must be included in the competition entry (the author envelope). Affidavits of other persons (such as persons in key positions within the implementation team of the contractor) must be signed by such persons.
4.5.3 Age of documents evidencing that the qualification is met
The documents evidencing the basic qualification and a copy of the entry in the Commercial Register or a similar register (professional qualification under section 77(1) PPA) must prove that the required qualification criteria are met and have been met for at least 3 months before the commencement of the procurement procedure in regard to this Design Competition.
4.5.4 Giving evidence of qualification by foreign entities
A foreign contractor will prove that it meets the conditions of participation - qualification under clause 4.1 paragraphs b) and c) in the manner under section 81 PPA by documents issued in accordance with the law of the country in which it was obtained, in the extent required by the Contracting Authority.
The statement of criminal records in the Czech Republic is issued by the Criminal Records Office. Certificates of tax deficiencies of foreign contractors in the Czech Republic are issued by the Tax Office for Prague 1 and certificates of outstanding payments of foreign contractors in the Czech Republic regarding premiums and late payment fees related to the social security and contributions to the state employment strategy is issued by the Prague Social Security  Administration.
4.5.5 Extract from the List of Qualified Contractors
The contractor may prove the basic qualification under section 74 PPA and the professional qualification under section 77(1) PPA by submitting an extract from the List of Qualified Contractors issued in accordance with section 229 PPA. The extract from the List of Qualified Contractors must not be older than 3 months as at the last date by which the basic qualification and professional qualification must be proved.
4.5.6 Submitting the certificate

The certificate is a substitute for meeting the qualification in the extent of the certificate specified under section 234 PPA. The contractor is obliged to submit the certificate within the time limit set for the contractor to prove that it meets the qualification and the certificate must be valid in compliance with section 239(3) PPA.
4.5.7 Change in the qualification of the contractor
Any changes in the qualification of a participant in the procurement procedure are governed by section 88 APP.

5. MATERIALS FOR THE COMPETITION 
5.1 Format of the materials for the competition
The materials for the competition are prepared in digital form (texts in pdf and doc formats, tables in pdf and xls formats, graphic materials in dwg, pdf and jpg formats). The Competition Terms and Conditions will not be issued in printed form.
5.2 List of materials provided
The list of materials for the competition is attached to the Competition Terms and Conditions in the closing part hereof.
5.3 Tour of the locality
For the prospective participants in the Design Competition a tour of the locality (place of performance) will be organised in Czech. The tour of the place of performance will be held on 4 March 2019 at 10:00 a.m. The participants of the tour of the place of performance (the same as similar information regarding the organisation) will meet at a place specified by the Contracting Authority sufficiently in advance of the tour through a public explanation of the Competition Terms and Conditions in the profile of the Contracting Authority.

6. MANDATORY PARTS OF THE COMPETITION ENTRY, THEIR CONTENT, GRAPHIC LAYOUT OR OTHER REQUIREMENTS
6.1 Conditions for submitting a competition entry, its content and the required graphic layout and other requirements for the 1st stage of the Design Competition

As part of the free presentation and schemes, the participant will outline the connections of the station to the Surrounding Area Concerned (pedestrian, cars, public transportation) and the transport connection of the station to the metro. The basic principles of the design of the station will also be depicted, along with a draft libretto/design manual.

The portfolio of the competition entry (.pdf with quality of 300 dpi) will serve as a complex accompanying document and means of presentation of the design. The orientation of the format and binding is not prescribed, the resulting format will be A3. However, the portfolio must always include:

The basic principles of the design of the station will also be depicted.
Panel 3 will include basic sections and views of the area
Panel 4 will contain the design of the station - floor plan, sections, views from below
Panels 5 and 6 will contain visualisations
Panel 7 will contain the design of elements that may be used for other stations (draft libretto/design manual)
The panels may contain explanatory texts, depending on the participant's discretion.

7.

7.1 Marking the competition entry and its parts
7.1.1 All parts of the competition entry specified in clause 6 of the Competition Terms and Conditions will have a 3 x 3 cm frame in the right bottom corner into which the Secretary of the Design Competition will be able, upon printing it out, to insert the identification no. of the entry.
7.1.2 All parts of the competition entry specified in clause 6 of the Competition Terms and Conditions will have the name of the competition at the bottom in the centre, i.e. Architectural Design of the Veleslavín Railway Station; the graphic part of the competition entry will be designated as per Annex 7 to the Competition Terms and Conditions as “Modernization and new track Prague-Veleslavin-Václav Havel Airport”.
7.1.3 For the sake of clarity, the Contracting Authority provides to the participants a scheme for submitting the competition entries for the 1st and 2nd stage of the Design Competition as Annex 7 hereto.
7.2 Conditions of anonymity of the competition entry
7.2.1 Competition entries will be presented anonymously. No part of the competition entry may contain a signature, password or another graphic symbol that could lead to a breach of anonymity. If during the examination of the competition entries or during the assessment session of the jury a fundamental breach of anonymity is identified on the part of a participant (such as using their logo in the entry, printing the text part on a headed paper etc.), the entry will be eliminated and the participant will be disqualified.

9. EVALUATION CRITERIA OF THE COMPETITION ENTRIES
9.1 Evaluation of the formal requisites of the competition entries
Competition entries will be reviewed by the examiner of the competition entries from the point of view of their formal compliance with the Competition Rules of the Czech Chamber of Architects and with the provisions hereof. The examiner will submit the record of the assessment of the formal requisites of the competition entries to the jury at its first evaluation meeting. Entries that breach the anonymity will be disqualified.
9.2 Evaluation criteria
9.2.1 Criteria for evaluation of competition entries:
A) overall functional, structural and architectural quality of the competition entry
A1)	overall functional, structural and architectural quality of the competition entry in relation to the design of the Veleslavín railway station (weight of 70%)
A2)	overall functional quality of the competition entry in relation to the Surrounding Area Concerned (weight of 30%)
B) amount of investment costs and compliance with the cost calculation in relation to the design of Veleslavín railway station
C) quality of the proposed operational solution in relation to the design of Veleslavín railway station
The competition entry will serve as the basis for assessing the partial criteria above.
A1)	Regarding the evaluation subcriterion of the Overall functional, structural and architectural quality of the competition entry in relation to the design of the Veleslavín railway station, the integrity of the architectural concept will be assessed and the functionality of the design of the Veleslavín station so it may function as a comfortable point of departure and arrival for passengers on the relevant track. 
A design that will display a unique unifying idea and fulfil the purpose of the building will be assessed as more suitable.
A2)	Regarding the evaluation subcriterion of the Overall functional, structural and architectural quality of the competition entry in relation to the Surrounding Area Concerned, a purposeful and effective solution of the connections of the design to the broader surroundings of the station will be assessed, a simple and practical connection of the design of the station to the surrounding transportation, in particular the metro.
A design, where it is obvious that the station is designed taking into consideration the context of the broader surroundings and that will make a more compact impression by its appearance while preserving the current unique and memorable features of the surroundings, will be assessed as more suitable. 
B)	Concerning the evaluation criterion of the Amount of investment costs and compliance with the cost calculation in relation to the design of Veleslavín railway station, meeting the requirement for observing the maximum amount of investment costs of the future construction of the Veleslavín station will be assessed. The Contracting Authority points out to the fact that the selected contractor will be obliged to observe the maximum amount of the investment costs during the implementation of the agreement for the performance of the subject-matter of the public contract that will be concluded after this Design Competition is concluded, with contractual penalties.
A design that will clearly and demonstrably declare in the course of the Design Competition that the maximum amount of the investment costs of the future construction of the Veleslavín station will be observed will be assessed as more suitable. Also, such a design that, compared to other competition entries in a demonstrable way, will declare lower investment costs of the future construction of the Veleslavín station, while preserving a high architectural and urbanistic quality of the design, will be assessed as more suitable.
C) Concerning the evaluation criterion of the Quality of the proposed operational solution in relation to the design of Veleslavín railway station, the suitability of the technical solution in relation to an effective and purposeful use of the space, the future operating costs and maintenance will be assessed, including the resistance against any operating failures and logical connection of the future operation of the station.
A design, where it is obvious that the design is effective and the space is used purposefully, in particular all common areas, when comparing their capabilities, are used more effectively, i.e. there are no superfluous, unusable or difficult to access areas, the areas are interconnected in a logical way from the point of view of the future operation and there are no operation collisions in the premises, will be assessed as more suitable. Also, a design of the technical solution, where it is obvious that it will need simple maintenance and lower future operating costs, all the while respecting the comfort of movement of the passengers from the point of view of interconnection of the individual types of public transportation, will be assessed as more suitable.
The system of evaluation will be determined by the jury and will be described in the competition record (evaluation report of the competition entries). Each entry will be assessed in writing; evaluation criteria A), B), and C) have the same weight; in respect of each of the evaluation criteria A), B), and C) the jury may assign 1 to 10 points (1 meaning worst compliance of the competition entry with the Contracting Authority’s expectations under the respective criterion whereas 10 reflects best compliance of the competition entry with the Contracting Authority’s expectations under the respective criterion); a maximum of 10 points may be assigned under criterion A) - the jury can also use the 1 to 10 scale to evaluate compliance with subcriteria A1) and A2)  which will be subsequently converted as per the respective weights of these subcriteria; a total of converted points for both the subcriteria will represent points obtained under criterion A). Based on a proper reasoning, the jury will select 5 entries (or less, if less than 5 competition entries are submitted) that will advance to the 2nd stage of the Design Competition and the overall ranking of the competition entries after the 2nd stage of the Design Competition.
9.2.2 In view of the fact that the criteria above cannot be expressed in numbers, the jury will assess whether the criteria are met based on the knowledge and experience of the members of the jury. Therefore, such an evaluation will be a professional, however, subjective opinion of the jury. This type of evaluation is standard in design competitions and by participating in the competition, the participants express their consent to this manner of evaluation.
9.3 Reasons for eliminating competition entries from the Design Competition
9.3.1 The jury will eliminate from the assessment procedure any entries that:
a) are not delivered within the required period (by the deadline for the submission of competition entries);
b) breach the anonymity;
c) fail to meet the binding or formal requirements hereof.
9.3.2 The Contracting Authority will send a "Disqualification Notice" to any participant whose entry was disqualified based on the decision of the jury.

[image: ]Presently, Sandor is the managing director of SPACEFOR - an innovative company focused on architectural advice and design, sustainability, innovation and smart projects related to our built environment. Sandro previously was the technical manager of Budapest2024, also the chief architect of the city of Budapest. He co-founded the sporaarchitects design studio, he publishes both nationally and internationally. He has a very rich experience and varied experience in architecture and urban planning. He worked as an academic, for several years he taught at the department of design of the University of Technology and Economics in Budapest. He became the head of KÉK (Kortárs Építészeti Kozpont) – a contemporary Hungarian architectural centre, nowadays it is perceived as an independent organisation of contemporary architecture with international renown. He worked as a volunteer for CSOMA´s ROOM, for several seasons he was renovating historical buildings in the Himalayas, Nepal. 
Between 2007 and 2014 Finta participated in the construction of new metro stations, M4 Gellért Station and M4 Fovám Station in Budapest. It is one of the deepest stations on that line and in total the track is over 7 km long. The construction is very interesting, part of the area is even protected by UNESCO. The place is in the centre of the city and near the Danube. The interior of the station under the building is very interesting. The pillars make a network supporting the walls. The space is used very creatively, it may be perceived as a reversed street or as an underground square. An important feature is the lighting. In view of the fact that the whole area is situated underground and the daylight cannot be used, the architects found an ingenious solution for the artificial lighting.
Besides, Sandor is also dedicated to structures and projects in the fields of urbanism, education, public space, design, culture, and commerce. During his career, he has participated in multiple exhibitions and has received numerous awards.

3) ING. ARCH. JAKUB FIŠER
[image: ]Aulík Fišer architekti, s.r.o. is an architectural studio jointly owned by Ing. Arch. Jan Aulík and Ing. arch. Jakub Fišer. The studio has been involved, on a long-term basis, in town planning and design of office and residential buildings. Most of the office buildings designed by AFA are concentrated within the BB Centre in Prague, where AFA architects have also designed amenities – the Brumlovka Sports Centre, and the Community Centre. One of the major office buildings designed by the studio is the “Na Vítězné pláni” office building, contributing to the outline of the Vyšehrad terrace in Prague. [image: ]In co-operation with Karel Goláň, Jan Dušek and Radek Paulus, Ondřej worked on the design of Brno Railway Station. This design dates back to 2015 and was prepared as part of the design for the development area in the centre of Brno. The design works with a basic meaningful hierarchy of public areas and with the urban structure based on the needs of the inhabitants. The design is very complex, simple and meaningful. It does not neglect historical and natural dominant features, the landscape complex and public premises and its residential district.
Ondřej has worked on many projects, he has designed houses, a gallery building, a square and the railway station in Brno, teachers' houses and now he is the chief architect of the city of Děčín. His work in the field of architecture has been very varied and his experience is more than rich. His unrealised projects are worth mentioning too, as they are filled with inspiring and innovative ideas, e.g. the project of the Vltava General Plan from 1995.
Ondřej publishes too. He has authored and co-authored many interesting articles and publications. Let's mention his blog articles dealing with different views of architecture focused on contemporary architecture. He often co-operates with Oldřich Ševčík. He works for the Faculty of Architecture at Stempel & Beneš Studio, where he provides support for student projects.
10.5 
Operation of the jury
At its constitutive meeting held on 22 June 2018 the jury elected the chairman and vice-chairman of the jury, as follows:
Chairman of the jury: Sandor Finta, MSc. Arch.
Vice-chairman of the jury: Ing. Pavel Paidar
The main role of the chairman of the jury is to chair the meetings of the jury and to co-operate with the Contracting Authority outside the meeting of the jury.
The meetings of the jury are attended by regular members of the jury and the substitutes, who engage in the discussions regarding the assessment and evaluation of the competition entries, however, in an advisory capacity. If a regular member of the jury cannot attend a meeting of the jury at all, or partially, such a member will be replaced with a substitute. Then the substitute is entitled to vote.
If there is a change in the jury, the Contracting Authority will ensure that the conditions under section 148(1) and (2) PPA are met and announce the names of newly appointed members of the jury to the participants in the Design Competition.
If in the course of the Design Competition any dependent member of the jury or any substitute of a dependent member of the jury ceases to hold his/her (public) office, the jury may be expanded and the person who newly holds such an (public) office may become a member or even replace his/her predecessor. The participants will be informed of such changes by the Contracting Authority immediately.
10.6 Invited experts
The Contracting Authority intends to invite an expert in the economy of construction.
The jury is entitled to invite other experts in the course of its activities, however with the consent of the Contracting Authority.

11. PRIZES AND REWARDS IN THE DESIGN COMPETITION
11.1 Prizes
In the Design Competition, the jury may award 5 prizes, and thus reward 5 competition entries that will advance to the 2nd stage of the Design Competition. The amounts of the competition prizes are as follows:
1st prize is the amount of CZK 1,000,000
2nd prize is the amount of CZK 700,000
3rd prize is the amount of CZK 600,000
4th prize is the amount of CZK 300,000
5th prize is the amount of CZK 300,000
11.2 
Rewards
Among the designs that are not awarded a prize but bring remarkable input and solutions, the jury is entitled to distribute the amount of CZK 300,000.
11.3 Reimbursement of expenses in connection with the participation in the Design Competition
No reimbursement of expenses in connection with the participation in the Design Competition is provided.
11.4 Payment of prizes and rewards; Conditions for non-payment of a prize if a contract is made as a follow-up to the Design Competition
The prizes and rewards will be paid within 50 days after the date of the jury's decision. 
11.5 Conditions for decision, as the case may be, on a different distribution of the prizes and rewards, or on non-granting any of the prizes and rewards
On the terms and subject to the conditions set out in article 10(8) and article 12(2) of the Competition Rules of the Czech Chamber of Architects the jury may decide, on an exceptional basis, not to award some of the prizes or rewards and not to distribute the allocated amounts, or to distribute them differently. In special cases, the jury may decide to distribute the total amount in a different proportion to individual prizes. This decision must be substantiated by the jury in detail in the record of the course of the Design Competition, together with the minutes of how regular members of the jury voted.
11.6 Taxation of the prizes in the Design Competition
Under section 36(2)(i) of Act no. 586/1992 Sb., on Income Tax, as amended, the prizes awarded in the Design Competition to individuals exceeding the amount of CZK 10,000 will be reduced by 15% income tax that will be paid by the Contracting Authority under Act no. 280/2009 Sb., Tax Code, as amended, to the tax administrator.
Under Act no. 586/1992 Sb., on Income Tax, as amended, the prizes awarded in the Competition Design to legal entities will be paid in full and the tax will be paid by the legal entity as part of its proper tax return.

12. PUBLIC CONTRACT RELATED TO THE DESIGN COMPETITION
12.1 Related public contract
The Contracting Authority is entitled to procure the public contract, based on the results of the Design Competition, for the design of an architectural study and for consulting activities in relation to the realization of the competition entry that was selected in the Design Competition as the most suitable for the Contracting Authority, in NPWP by a procedure in accordance with section 65 PPA.
In accordance with the procedure under section 65 PPA, the Contracting Authority will invite the participant in the Design Competition whose design was selected (awarded by 1st prize) by the jury to a NPWP negotiation. 
If the Contracting Authority fails to agree with the selected supplier on the conclusion of a contract, it is authorised to open a NPWP with other awarded participants in the descending order of evaluation (awarded the 2nd to 5th prize) until it concludes the Contract for Work with one of them.
The Contracting Authority points out that the details regarding the NPWP negotiation will be determined in the invitation to NPWP. A non-binding draft Contract for Work for the public contract that may be subject to any changes arising from NPWP, is submitted as part of the materials for the competition (see Annex 9 to the Competition Terms and Conditions).
12.2 Limit price for the related public contract (the fee for the selected participant)
The Contracting Authority notifies that if the related public contract is made, the conditions thereof will determine the maximum bid price of the contractor with whom NPWP will be conducted and who will be invited to submit the bid. The maximum bid price is currently CZK 2,100,000 excl. VAT.
 
13. DATES OF THE DESIGN COMPETITION
13.1 Constitutive meeting of the jury
The constitutive meeting of the jury was held on 22 June 2018.
13.2 Date of announcement of the Design Competition
The Design Competition was commenced on the day when it was announced in the Public Procurement Bulletin and the Competition Terms and Conditions were made available to those interested contractors at the profile of the Contracting Authority.
13.3 Responding to the queries of the participants
Queries regarding the Competition Terms and Conditions may be sent to the Contracting Authority solely via the electronic tool E-ZAK.
Queries will be answered by the Contracting Authority in Czech as well as in English within 3 business days after the date of delivery. Their wording (without identification details of the enquirer) and responses will be published on the profile of the Contracting Authority. The last day when a contractor may raise a question about the Competition Terms and Conditions for the purpose of submission of a competition entry in the 1st stage of the Design Competition is 4 working days before the end of the deadline for submitting the competition entries in 1st stage. The Contracting Authority can also explain the Competition Terms and Conditions without any application.
13.4 Submitting competition entries in the 1st stage of the Design Competition, and Examination of competition entries
The deadline for submitting competition entries in the 1st stage of the Design Competition is specified in clause 8 of these Competition Terms and Conditions.
13.5 
Examination of competition entries
The competition entries will be examined by the secretary and the examiner immediately after expiry of the deadline for the submission of competition entries. After unsealing the competition entries, the secretary will mark individual parts of the competition entry with a number under which the entries will be examined and evaluated. Upon the decision of the jury or the Contracting Authority, the numbers of the competition entries may be changed, but in any case not later than the commencement of evaluation of the competition entries. The examiner and the secretary will draw up a report regarding the examination of the competition entries, which will be submitted to the jury and attached to the record of the course of the Design Competition.
13.6 Evaluation meeting of the jury
The evaluation meeting of the jury will be held within 30 days after the submission of the competition entries.
13.7 Invitation for selected participants to participate in the 2nd stage of the Design Competition
13.7.1 Upon the decision of the jury, the Contracting Authority will ensure that participants whose competition entries were selected for the 2nd stage of the Design Competition will be invited to participate in the 2nd stage of the Design Competition.
13.7.2 The invitation will be made by the Contracting Authority-designated person who will open the electronic file “Contact Address”. The names of the invited participants will not be disclosed to the members of the jury, the secretary of the competition, the examiner, and invited experts.
13.7.3 In the invitation to participate in the 2nd stage of the Design Competition, the Contracting Authority will specify the particularised terms and conditions for the 2nd stage of the Design Competition, and the deadline for submission of competition entries, method of evaluation of competition entries (which will be consistent with the method of evaluation of competition entries in the 1st stage of the Design Competition), etc.

14. CLOSING OF THE DESIGN COMPETITION
14.1 Record of the course of the Design Competition
14.1.1 The secretary of the competition or another person authorised by the chairman of the jury will prepare minutes of the meetings. The record of the competition and the correctness thereof will be authenticated by the signatures of all jury members and the minute taker.
14.1.2 The record of the competition will include, among others:
a) minutes of the meetings of the jury including the voting;
b) report regarding explanations of the Competition Terms and Conditions  provided during the term for submitting the entries;
c) report of acceptance and examination of the entries;
d) decision regarding any excluded entries in the Design Competition;
e) list of all assessed and evaluated competition entries;
f) a written evaluation of all assessed and evaluated competition entries including the record of the evaluation procedure of all competition entries and the voting;
g) decision of the jury about the entries selected for the second stage of the Design Competition and specification of the Competition Terms and Conditions for the second stage of the Design Competition;
h) recommendation for the Contracting Authority for the selection of the most suitable competition entry;
i) decision to award prizes and rewards; and
j) attendance sheets from the individual meetings of the jury.
14.1.3 Different opinions of the jury members will be recorded if the members expressly request to do so.
14.1.4 A copy of the record of the competition will be sent by the Contracting Authority to all participants with an accompanying letter and to the attention of the Czech Chamber of Architects.
14.1.5 In the process of the selection of the most suitable competition entry, the Contracting Authority is bound by the standpoint of the jury. The Contracting Authority will accept the decision regarding the selection of the design within 90 days after the jury issues its standpoint. The Contracting Authority is entitled to make a decision to re-evaluate the entries for reasons specified in section 148(7) PPA and article 11(1) of the Competition Rules. The Contracting Authority will announce the result of the Design Competition and the selected entry on the profile of the Contracting Authority within ten days after the decision regarding the selection of the most suitable design is adopted. The announcement will be accompanied by a record of the Design Competition. The result of the competition will be published by the Contracting Authority after the decision regarding the selected most suitable entry is delivered by other means by which it announced the results of the Design Competition. 
14.2 Informing the participants regarding the results of the Design Competition
The Contracting Authority will announce the result of the Design Competition and the decision regarding the selection of the most suitable design by sending the record, without delay, within ten business days after the final decision regarding the selection of the most suitable design.

15. 
DISPUTE RESOLUTION
15.1 Objections
15.1.1 Each participant in the competition may raise substantiated objections with the Contracting Authority against the formal procedure of the jury and against any steps of the Contracting Authority concerning the competition within fifteen days after the date of delivery of the announcement of the results of the competition.
15.1.2 Participant (hereinafter the complainer) may raise their objections in writing via the electronic tool E-ZAK and must state who raises the objections, against which act of the jury or the Contracting Authority they raise the objections, where they see the breach of the Competition Terms and Conditions and what the complainer seeks.
15.1.3 The Contracting Authority will deal with the objections in the full extent and within 15 days after receiving the objections it will send the complainer a written decision whether it accommodates the claims or not, stating the reason. If the Contracting Authority accommodates the claims, in its decision it will state the remedy and announce the fact to all participants in the competition. If the Contracting Authority does not accommodate the claims, it will inform the complainer in a written notice about the possibility to file a motion to commence arbitration proceedings to the chairman of the Professional Court or a motion to commence proceedings to review the acts of the Contracting Authority with the Office for the Protection of Competition.
15.2 Motion to commence proceedings to review the steps of the Contracting Authority
15.2.1 The motion must be delivered to the Office for the Protection of Competition and the Contracting Authority within 10 days after the decision of the Contracting Authority regarding the objections is delivered.
15.2.2 Requisites of the motion to commence proceedings to review the acts of the Contracting Authority and further procedure of the complainer are subject to section 250 et seq. PPA.

16. CLAUSE REGARDING THE ACCEPTANCE OF THE COMPETITION TERMS AND CONDITIONS
16.1 Consent of the Contracting Authority, the secretary, the examiner, the members of the jury and experts with the conditions of the competition
By participating in the competition, the Contracting Authority, the secretary, the examiner, the members of the jury and experts confirm that they got acquainted with all the conditions of the Design Competition and they undertake to observe and honour the Competition Terms and Conditions as an Agreement.

17. 
CLAUSE REGARDING THE COPYRIGHT AND PUBLISHING OF THE COMPETITION ENTRIES
17.1 Participants' copyright
The authors of the competition entries will retain their copyrights and may publish their designs submitted to the competition and reuse them in another instance.
17.2 Consent to the use of a copyrighted work for the purpose of the competition
Designs that are awarded prizes or rewards become the property of the Contracting Authority. The authors of the designs grant their consent to the Contracting Authority to the use of their copyrighted works for the purpose of the competition and in the extent defined in the Agreement under Annex 9 to the Competition Terms and Conditions. The use of the copyrighted work for other purposes than those specified herein (including the Agreement under Annex 9 to the Competition Terms and Conditions), however, is subject to an express consent of the designers.
The Contracting Authority hereby points out the concept of clause 3.2 of the Agreement, and offers the following interpretation of that clause of the Agreement:
Clause 3.2 of the Agreement stipulates that: “By entering into this Agreement, the Contractor expressly agrees that upon acceptance of the Concept Design (or its part) the Customer is free to deal with such documentation in its sole discretion; in accordance with section 11(3) of the Copyright Act, the Contractor grants to the Customer a permission to make any change or any other modification (right to change or modify) of the Concept Design.” The reason underlying this concept of clause 3.2 of the Agreement is the Contracting Authority’s desire to avoid a situation where for any reason whatsoever the Contracting Authority would be unable to continue performing the subject matter of the Agreement with the selected Contractor (e.g. due to the Contractor’s death). The Contracting Authority’s intention is merely to avoid a situation where the Contracting Authority, if unable to continue performing the Agreement with the current Contractor, would have no authorisation whatsoever to further deal with the submitted draft of the Concept Design.
17.3 Consent of the participants to displaying of their designs
17.3.1 By submitting the competition entries the participants express their consent to any free-of-charge reproduction and displaying of their designs as part of the promotion of the Design Competition and its results.
17.3.2 A public display of competition entries will commence not later than 3 months after notification of the Contracting Authority’s decision regarding the selection of the most suitable competition entries.

18. LAWS AND REGULATIONS GOVERNING THE COMPETITION AND APPROVAL OF THE COMPETITION TERMS AND CONDITIONS
18.1 Laws and regulations governing the Design Competition
The architectural design competition was announced in accordance with the PPA, taking into account the provisions of sections 2887 to 2889 of Act no. 89/2012, Civil Code, as amended, and in accordance with the Competition Rules of the Czech Chamber of Architects dated 24 April 1993, as amended.
18.2 Approval of the Competition Terms and Conditions by the jury and the Czech Chamber of Architects
Before the Design Competition was announced, the Competition Terms and Conditions were approved by all members of the jury at its constitutive meeting (or approved on 23 January 2019 by per rollam, as amended following the recommendations of the jury members at the jury's constituent meeting).  The Competition Terms and Conditions were found regular and were approved by the Czech Chamber of Architects in a letter No. 2188-2018/Šp/Ze dated December, 13th, 2018. Written documents are available for inspection from the secretary of the jury. 
18.3 Cancelling the Design Competition
The Contracting Authority reserves the right to cancel the Design Competition in compliance with PPA.
18.3.1 Manner of cancelling the Design Competition
The Contracting Authority will publish the decision regarding the cancellation of the Design Competition in the public procurement information system (Public Procurement Bulletin) and in the profile of the Contracting Authority. At the same time the Contracting Authority will inform all the known participants in the Design Competition about the decision.
18.3.2 Compensation
If the Contracting Authority exercises its right to cancel the Design Competition, the Contracting Authority is obliged to provide the participants with a compensation. If the Design Competition is cancelled after the expiry of the period for the submission of entries, all participants who submitted their entries in compliance with the Competition Terms and Conditions in a due and timely manner will be provided with a compensation. For this purpose, the jury is entitled to review the content of the competition entries from the point of view of their compliance with the Competition Terms and Conditions. Each participant whose entry is in compliance with the Competition Terms and Conditions will be provided with a compensation in the amount of the sum of the values of all prizes and rewards divided by the number of participants whose entries are in compliance with the Competition Terms and Conditions.
The compensation will be paid to authorised persons (for joint entries to one of the participants) within 60 days after the date of the decision regarding the cancellation of the Design Competition.

19. APPROVAL OF THE COMPETITION TERMS AND CONDITIONS
The Competition Terms and Conditions were discussed and modified by the jury at its constitutive meeting held on 22 June 2018. The subsequently modified final wording of the Competition Terms and Conditions was approved by the jury per rollam on 23 January 2019.
These Competition Terms and Conditions were found regular and were approved by the Czech Chamber of Architects in a letter No. 2188-2018/Šp/Ze dated December, 13th, 2018.
